Prascend is available for prescription in 160 tablet count boxes.  We are offering a trial sample of 30 tablets if you had not had an opportunity to try them before.  There are distinct advantages to the Prascend product over the other medications we have previously offered.  The most important being it is a FDA regulated product that is not compounded.  All of the products we have used in the past have been compounded, and therefore, not strictly regulated.  If you have any further questions regarding compounding please contact our office.  This product will have a longer shelf life, and you will be able to purchase a larger quantity at one time.  The tablet will have a more predictable strength, where the exact amount of medication may vary cc to cc in the suspension.  Because of this, some horses will do increasingly better on the tablet and the dosage may be able to be decreased.  It is easily put into the grain, and also dissolves readily in water to make for easy administration.  For those who have used the liquid suspension in the past, can now make their own!

The price is equal to that of the suspension.  It will cost $1.87/mg and most horses are on 1mg/day.  Please let us know if you would like a trial amount to get started.  Most horses would eat the tablets readily, but a few picky eaters would protest.  We found mixing it with their favorite syrup or apple sauce worked the best as the tablets easily dissolve.
