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Reverse Sneezing
Reverse sneezing is the body's attempt to clear irritants from the nasopharynx (the area of the upper throat that lies behind the nose.) 

There are a variety of reasons this type of irritation could occur, which include:  allergies, nasal mites, nasal foreign body, post-nasal drip, infections, masses/tumors, etc.  In many cases the cause of reverse sneezing is unknown and is of no harm to your pet.   If reverse sneezing is happening too frequently and interrupting your pet’s normal daily activities your veterinarian may recommend diagnostics and/or treatments for this condition.  

Diagnostics for causes of reverse sneezing could include:  nasal swabs, anesthetized nasal exam, radiographs (x-rays) or rhinoscopy.
Treatments for reverse sneezing could include:  anti-histamines to treat allergies, miticides to treat nasal mites or other medications to treat the presumed cause of reverse sneezing.  
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
